Under the APSC CCE Syllabus 2025, the preliminary exam will include objective
multiple-choice questions.

The preliminary examination consists of two papers, each with a duration of two hours.
This examination is meant to serve only as a screening test.
The marks obtained in the preliminary examination by candidates who qualify for

admission to the Mains examination are not counted towards determining the final
selection.
